Employees Defend
Discrimination
Against
Conservatives
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CNN recently published an in-depth piece exploring
bias against conservatives in Silicon Valley. Internal
discussions at Google, leaked exclusively to
Breitbart News shine further light on the

problem, revealing that conservative Googlers who
voice concerns about political bias are often
belittled and ignored by fellow employees.

A majority of Google employees have stated that the company culture has not
improved since they joined the company, in an anonymous internal poll
conducted shortly after the firing of viewpoint diversity advocate James Damore.

The attitude appears to reflect that of other Google employees, including
managers, who openly called for supporters of James Damore to be fired and
blacklisted in the wake of the viewpoint diversity controversy.
